STATUTES, THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF LEE COUNTY, FLORIDA, HAS
HEARD, AT A PUBLIC HEARING CONVENED ON JUNE 21, 1999, THE REQUEST TO AMEND
THE DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT DEVELOPMENT ORDER FOR A PROJECT
KNOWN AS STONEYBROOK (CORKSCREW PINES) DRI, A RESIDENTIAL/COMMERCIAL

DEVELOPMENT CONSISTING OF APPROXIMATELY EIGHT HUNDRED FIFTY (850) ACRES

TO BE DEVELOPED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE AMENDMENT FILED ON DECEMBER 23, -
1998 BY US HOME CORPORATION, PETER R. COMEAU.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Lee County, Flotida considered the
report and recommendations of the Southwest Regional Planning Council, Lee County
Administrative Staff, the Lee County Hearing Examiner, and the documents and comments upon
the record in a public hearing on June 17, 1985, and after full consideration of those reports,
recommendations, comments and documents, adopted the original development of regional impact
development order for the Stoneybrook (Corkscrew Pines) DRI, and

WHERFEAS, that development order was subsequently appealed by DCA to the Florida
Land and Water Adjudicatory Commission resulting in a stipulafion of settlement executed on
February 3, 1986; and

WHEREAS, the development order was amended for the first time on November 10, 1986,
fo incorporate the terms of the stipulation of settlement regarding transportation, vegetation and
wildlife, community services, and other (fringe area); and

WHEREAS, the development order was amended a second time on September 23, 1991,
to modify the phasing and build-out schedule; and

WHEREAS, the development order was amended a third time on March 1, 1993, to further
extend the phasing schedule and build-out dates; and

WHEREAS, the development order was amended a fourth time on December 1, 1997, to
modify the transportation conditions to incorporate the findings and obligations of the Corkscrew
Road Service Area (CRSA) resolutions adopted by the Board of County Commissioners on July
6, 1994, to adopt new Maps G and H, fo include the new legal description following the dedication

of tand originally in the project, and to revise the conditions pertaining to community services,
phasing and buildout; and
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WHEREAS, the Development Order was amended a fifth time on April 21, 1998, to modify
the residential unit mix, to provide for a single-family/multi-family conversion ratio, to update
conditions, to change the project name to Stoneybrook, a Golf Course Community, and to adopt
anew Map H; and

WHEREAS, since the original approval, the total area of the project has been reduced from
approximately 900 acres to 843.98+ acres by virtue of the following deeds: 5 acres to a public utility
franchise, 36.56+% acres to the Lee County School Board, and 6.7+ acres to Lee County for
additional right-of-way for improvements fo Corkscrew Road; and

WHEREAS, the developer has filed a Notification of Proposed Change to amend the
Development Order a sixth time to decrease the number of single family units in Phase One from
920 du to 200 du, fo decrease the number of multi-famity units in Phase One from 600 duto 200 ~
du, to amend a table on Map H to reflect this phasing change, and to add a condition requested
by the Department of Community Affairs regarding notification of any fand use conversion; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Lee County Florida, has considered the
report and recommendations of the Southwest Florida Regional Planning Council, the Lee County -
Administrative Staff, the Lee County Hearing Examiner, and the documents and comments on the
record in public hearing, and, after full consideration of said reports, recommendations, comments,
and documents, hereby finds and determines that:

. FINDINGS OF FACT - -

A, The Developer proposes to develop a residential golf course community comprised
of one thousand eight hundred and forty (1,840) dwelling units. {Based upon a conversion ratio
equivalent, the impact from the previously approved 3,000 dwelling units converts to 1,840 units.) o
The development will include residential appurtenances and an office/retail component of
approximately thirty-nine (39+) acres, in accordance with the land use and phasing schedule set
forth in Exhibit A-1 and the Single-Family/Multi-Family Conversion Ratio set forth in Exhibit A-2. ~
The development constitutes a residentiat commercial Development of Regional Impacton the real
property described in Exhibit B.

B. The subject property is presently zoned RPD, CT, and CG, pursuant to the authority
of Chapter 125, Florida Statutes, Chapter 61-2405, Laws of Florida (Special Acts), the Lee County
Zoning Regulations of 1962, as amended, the Lee County Zoning Regulations of 1978, the Lee

County Zoning Regulations of 1985, and the Lee County Land Development Code of 1994, as -
amended.

C. The Application for Development Approval is consistent with the requirements of
Section 380.08, Florida Statutes. :

D. The amendment includes the original development order and all previously adopted :
amendments, each of which were adopted pursuant to Section 380.08, Florida Statutes.
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E. The amendment has been reviewed under the provisions of Section 380.06 (19),
Florida Statutes, and as conditioned, has been determined not to be a substantial deviation from
the terms of the existing development order.

F. The proposed development is notin an area designated as an Area of Critical State
Coricern pursuant to the provisions of Section 380.05, Florida Statutes.

G. The proposed development has been reviewed by the Southwest Florida Regional
Planning Councit (RPC) and is the subject of the report and recommendations adopted by that
body. The report has been forwarded to Lee County in accordance with the provisions of Section
380.06, Florida Statutes. The proposed development is consistent with this report and its
recommendations, the Southwest Florida Regional Comprehensive Plan, the State Comprehensive
Plan, and the adopted State Land Development Plan; and

H. The proposed development, is consistent with the adopted Lee County
Comprehensive Plan, subject fo the conditions as described herein, and all applicable focal land
development regulations.

. CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

NOW, THEREFORE, BE ITRESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF LEE COUNTY, FLORIDA, in public meeting duly constituted and assembled on June 21, 1999,

that the proposed amendment to Development of Regional Impact known as Stoneybrook, a Golf

Course Community (formerly known as Corkscrew Pines DRI), submitted by the US Home

hereinafter as "developer,” is APPROVED, subject to the following conditions, restrictions, and
limitations, and that the development order, as amended, is restated hereinin its entirety (additions
being underlined and deletions being siricken through):

A, ENERGY

The developer must incorporate, as a minimum, the following energy conservation features
into all site plans and architectural programs or insure that the following features are implemented
through deed restrictions and covenants with successors in fitie.

These features are:

1. Provision of a bicycle/pedestrian system connecting all land uses, fo be
placed along arterial and coffector roads within the project as shown on Map H as revised on

February-4-1998 April 20, 1999, and also along Corkscrew Road. This systemistobe constructed -
in accordance with Lee County requirements.

2. Provision of bicycle racks or storage facilities in recreational, commercial,
and multifamily residential areas.
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3. Location of bus stops, shelters, and other passenger and system
accommodations for a transit system to serve the project area, to specifications of the appropriate
Lee County agencies.

4, Use of energy-efficient features in window design (e.g., tinting and exterior
shading).

5. Use of operable windows and ceiling fans in residential units.

6. Installation of energy-efficient appliances and equipment.

7. Prohibition of deed restrictions or covenants that would prevent or

unnecessarily hamper energy conservation efforts {e.g., building orientation, clotheslines, and solar
water heating systems).

8. Reduced coverage by asphalt, concrete, rock, and similar substances in
streets, parking, lots, and other areas to reduce local air temperatures and reflected light and heat.

9. Instailation of energy-efficient lighting for streets, parking areas, recreation
areas, and other interior and exterior public areas.

10.  Use of water closets with a maximum flush of 3.5 gallons and shower heads
and faucets with a maximum fiow rate of 3.0 gallons per minute (at 60 pounds of pressure per
square inch) as specified in the Water Conservation Act, Section 553.14, F. S.

11 Selection, installation and maintenance of native plants, frees, and other
vegetative and landscape design features within the project that reduce requirements for water,
fertilizer, maintenance, and other needs.

12.  Planting of native shade trees to provide shade for all recreation areas, |

streets, and parking areas.

13.  Placementof trees to provide needed shade in the warmer months while not
overly reducing the benefits of sunlight in the cooler months.

14.  Planting of native shade trees for each residential unit.

15.  Orientation of structures, as possible, to reduce solar heat gain by walls and
to ufilize the natural cooling effects of the wind.

16.  Provision forstructural shading (e.g., treflises, awnings, and roof overhangs)
wherever practical when natural shading cannot be used effectively.

17.  Inclusion of porch/patio areas in residential units.
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18. Establishment of a residential architectural review committee and
consideration by the project residential architectural review committee(s) of energy conservation
measures (both those noted here and others) to assist residential builders and residents in their
efforts to achieve greater energy efficiency in the development i

B. DRAINAGE/WATER QUALITY

1. The developer, his successor or assign, must implement an ongoing
malntenance and monitoring program that regularly inspects, maintains and samples the
stormwater drainage system through project lifetime. The program must be designed in
consultation with the staffs of the Southwest Florida Regionat Planning Council, the South Florida
Water Management District (SFWMD), and Lee County. Final approval of the program rests with
SFWMD. The sampling point will be the project control structure discharge point identified in the
SFWMD permit.

2. In order to protect well-fields located on this property, the following
requirements apply to the areawithina 60-day travel time contour, as presented in the Lower West
Coast Water Supply Plan dated February 1994 (see Map H as revised on February-4:-1998 April
20, 1998):

(@) No spray imrigation, or other disposal method for sewage effluent, may
be conducted;

(b)  Lakes must not be excavated closer than four {(4) feet to the
fimestone portion of the aquifer, as determined by test borings submitted to D.E.P.S. at the time
of final plan approval;

(c) if the fimestone is encountered during excavation, it must be covered
with four (4) feet of clean sand;

{d) Bulk storage of fuels or pesticides, gasoline stations, and sewage
effluent disposal ponds are not permitted.

(e} No construction or development, except for boardwatks and/ornature
trails, is permitted in the areas south of the preserve line {see Map H as revised on February 4
4998 April 20, 1999).

: 3 Any gasoline station or future commercial site will be located only in the
property currently zoned CC or CG and any pesticide storage area for the golf course will be

tocated only in the area indicated as “Golf Course Maintenance™ on Map H. Any gasoline station -
or pesticide storage area must be designed with an extra bentonite (or comparable) liner outside

of the tank to prevent any potential contaminant from entering the aquifer or the latest Best
Management Practices permitted by the governing agencies. ’
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4. All irrigation water will be supplied through a centralized secondary system.
No individual home wells will be permitted on the site. Irrigation will be according to the permit
issuted by the South Florida Water Management District.

C. TRANSPORTATION

1. The Developer must submit an annual traffic monitoring report prepared by
a traffic engineer retained by the Developer, with the general annual report required below. The
program wili be established to monitor the development's trip generation and impact on the area’s
roadways. The monitoring program must be designed in cooperation with the Lee County Division
of Transportation, which will determine specific information needed, frequency of information,
critical roadway points, and any other necessary information. The menitoring report must contain
P.M. peak hour traffic counts with turning movements and level of service estimations at the

project’s access points on Corkscrew Road and at the infersections listed in Section C.6. Forthose =

intersections that exceed adopted Level of Service Standards, the report wili also provide a Leve! |
of Service estimation for the roadway segments listed in Section C.6. The Developer must submit
the first monitoring report to the Southwest Florida Regional Planning Council, the Lee County
Division of Transportation, the Lee County Department of Community Development, and the Florida
Department of Transportation not more than one (1) year after the issuance of the first Lee County
Certificate of Occupancy for the Stoneybrook, a Golf Course Community Development. Reports
must then be submitted to the agencies listed above for each year until final buildout of the project.
if the annual monitoring report finds that the projected total of 1,691 net new external P.M. peak

hour trips is exceeded by 15% (1,945), the project will be deemed a substantial deviation pursuant

to Section 380.06(19)(b)15., F.S., and the Developer must undergo additional DRI review.

2. The main entrance road of Stoneybrook, a Golf Course Community, and all
other infernal roads within Stoneybrook will be constructed, funded and maintained by the
Developer. The Developer is not eligible for road impact fee credits for these improvements
because they are 'site-related,’ as this term is defined in the Land Development Code.

3. The Developer has dedicated sufficient right-of-way along the north properly
fine to provide 100 feet of right-of-way south of the proposed centerline of Corkscrew Road for the
purpose of widening Corkscrew Road up to six (6) lanes. The Developer and its successors in
interest will not be eligible for road impact fee credits for this dedication, but the Developer wilt be
enfitled to credits against assessments for the CRSA district in accordance with Lee County
Resolutions #94-07-11, #94-07-12, #94-94, and #94-9-5, as amended. '

4, During each phase of development, the developer mustmake ailintersection
improvements, including but not limited to, signalization, turn lanes and deceleration fanes, deemed
necessary by the Lee County Engineer for the project’s access points onto Corkscrew Road and
any other public roads. The developer is not eligible for credits against the roads impact fee for
these intersection improvements because they are ‘site-related,’ as this termis definedintheLand
Development Code.

5. Cn July 6, 1994, the Lee County Board of County Commissioners adopted
Resolution 94-07-11 relating to the provision of infrastructure within the CRSA. The resolution
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included a finding that the Board of County Commissioners accepted a study entitied “Corkscrew
Road Service Area: Implementation of Privately Funded Infrastructure Overlay Concept.” This
study analyzed the demands for additional infrastructure that would be created by eight (8)
developments within the CRSA, including Stoneybrook (f/k/a Corkscrew Pines), and made specific
recommendations as to the nature and extent of mitigation that should be required by each of these
developments. Ordinance 90-30 authorized the study by creating an MSBU for the CRSA.
Resolutions 94-7-12 and 94-9-4 subsequently imposed assessments on the affected parcels to pay
for the necessary improvements and costs incurred by Lee County in accordance with the findings
of the study. The approved CRSA plan indicated that the CRSA would be required to fund
$8,043,000.00 in road improvements in addition to the roads impact fees to be paid by the various
developments to mitigate their traffic impacts. Stoneybrook's portion of the CRSA funding
requirement is $2,147,930.00. The planalso recommended that the CRSA assessments be used
to widen Corkscrew Road from two (2) to four {4) lanes between 1-75 and the Habitat DRY; the
study found these improvements to be the equivalent of the property owners' proporticnate share
of the unfunded road improvements that would be necessary to mitigate the impact of the projects
within the CRSA. The use of the CRSA assessments to ‘pipeline’ improvements to Corkscrew
Road was approved by DCA on May 20, 1994. Stoneybrook's contribution fo the four-laning of
Corkscrew Road through the two assessment programs described above is, therefore, a ‘pipeline’
improvement that is funded in lieu of propostionate share payments for other roads in the area.

6. In addition to the CRSA special assessments described in Condition C.5.,
the Developers of Stoneybraok, a Golf Course Community, must pay roads impact fees in effect
atthe time building permits are issued for all applicable residential and nonresidential development.
If roads impact fees are repealed, reduced, or made unenforceable by court action, the developer
must pay the roads impact fees in effect as of the day prior to such change. Payment of roads
impact fees and CRSA assessments are in fieu of proportionate share payments forimprovements
to maintain the adopted level of service for ali significantly impacted road segments and
intersections through project buildout in 2010, including the following:

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The roads impact fees collected by Lee County from the developer will be used to mitigate
the adverse impacts of Stoneybrook, a Golf Course Community, on the roadways and intersections
listed above, either directly or by providing alternative improvements that are consistent with Lee
County's 2020 Traffic Circutation Map. Construction schedules forimprovements to these roadways
wifl be designed to have the improvements in place coincident with development of Stoneybrook,
a Golf Course Community.

7. Nothing contained in this Development Order may be construed to exempt
this development from participation in the funding, through Municipal Services Benefits Units
{MSBUs) or other special assessment districts, of improvements to various state or county arterial
and collector roads or intersections to the degree to which this development generates demand.

8. Findings “s” and “t” of Lee County Resolution #94-07-11, in which the County
accepted the CRSA report, indicate that all of the development anticipated in the report will comply
with Lee County’s concurrency requirements if the report is fully implemented. in light of the —
“pipeline” transportation improvements recommended by the study and described in ConditionC.5 -
above, the level of development for Stoneybrook, a Golf Course Community, that wili generate
1,691 external p.m. peak hour trips will be deemed concurrent for the duration of the project with

regard to the following road segments and associated intersections regardless of their levels of
service. :

a. Corkscrew Road, from US 41 to the entrance of The Habitat;
b. Ben Hill Griffin Parkway, from Corkscrew Road to Alico Road; and
c. Alico Road, from US 41 to 1-75.

If annual monitoring reports confirm that: (1) project traffic exceeds 1,691 p.m. peak hour
trips; and (2) peak season, peak hour directional traffic on any of the road segments and
intersections, referenced in Condition C.6 above, exceeds the standards in Lee County’s
concurrency management system; and (3) the project is utilizing more than 5% of the roadway's
level of service “D” capacity (significant impact); then further building permits may not be granted
until the standards of the County's concurrency management system have been met.

9. A land use conversion rate of 1.91 multi-family units per single-family unit
or 0.52 single-family units per multi-family unit may be used if external trip generation for each
phase is not increased and the total number of units for each use do not exceed the approved land
use build-out parameters. (See Exhibit A-2) The land use conversion will not create additional
impact to other public facilities (such as sewer and water). itwill not create a need for additional
affordable housing. No alteration to the land uses as depicted on the Master Concept Pfan may
oceur as a result of the land use conversion. Each annual monitoring report must identify units* —
converted from one use fo another during the preceding report period. '

10. The Developer will notify the Department _of Community Affairs, the _
Southwest Florida Regional Planning Council, and Lee County, in writing, 30 days priorfo aoyland __
use conversion. , _ _ , _ N
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D. VEGETATION AND WILDLIFE

1. The developer or his successor will conserve the preservation and cypress
areas identified on Map H and must conform to the Land Development Code (LDC) Section 10-
416(a) requirement that 75 percent of the total number of required trees used in buffers and
landscaping must be of indigenous native varieties and 50 percent of the total number of required
shrubs used in buffers and landscaping must be indigenous native varieties.

2. The developer has completed all federal, state and county coordination
regarding plant and wildlife species classified as Endangered, Threatened and Species of Special
Concern. The Protected Species Management Plan (amended December 1987) addresses the
concerns of, and has been approved by, the Florida Game and Freshwater Fish Commission. This
Protected Species Management Plan must be incorporated into the County Development Order.

E. WETLANDS

The developer has obtained all federal, state and county permitting for wetland areas with
approved mitigation and water management design through the Army Corps of Engineers Permit
Number 199200530(iP-AM), SFWMD Permit Number 36-01685-S and previously approved Lee
County local development orders.

F. SCHOOL BUS STOPS

The developer must provide safe school bus stops within the project as required by the Lee
County School Board.

G. SCHOOL SITES

The developer donated approximately 36.56 acres to the School Board of Lee County for
use as a school site. This donation satisfies the project’s impacts on the Public School system.

H. HURRICANE EVACUATION

1. The developer must meet with the Director of Lee County Public Safety or
his designee prior to the first phase of final plan approval to discuss potentiat use of the non-
residential areas for storm shelter purposes.

2. The Property Owners’ Association{s) must host an annual educational
seminar, and will be responsible for obtaining the place for the seminar and for providing invitations
to the homeowners. The time will be coordinated with the Lee County Emergency Management
staff, who will provide the education and information at the program.

3. The Developer will also provide one or more coordinated preparedness
plan(s) for the residential areas within the DRY. The hurricane preparedness plan(s) must follow

criteria established by the Lee County Emergency Management staff, including responsibility for
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developing and implementing plan, waming, and notification, evacuation routes and shelters,
integration of the private security force, if any, and other appropriate items. The developer must
submit a plan before the 100" residential unit building permitis issued. Emergency Management
staff will provide written objections or verification of approval within thirty (30) business days of
submittal of the plan.

L RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE

The developer must pay community park impact fees in accordance with the Land
Development Code. The developer may be eligible for credit for onsite recreational facilities in
accordance with Lee County Administrative Code 13-20.

J. COMMUNITY SERVICES

Because the governing board of the Estero Fire District determined by formal resolution that

an early construction schedule for a new fire station would impose operating costs on the district .~

in excess of the increased revenues generated by new development within the new station service
area, Corkscrew Properties, Lid. and the Estero Fire Protection and Rescue Service District
developed an alternate plan for fire protection in the early years of the new station's service area.
Pursuant to the alternate plan, Corkscrew Properties, Ltd. agreed to pay the District $200,000 aver
a period of three years starting in 1986. The payments were made in accordance with the plan.
The $200,000 mitigates the impacts on the fire and rescue service system created by the
Stoneybrook, a Golf Course Community, DRI and will be credited toward the Fire and Emergency
Medical Services Impact Fees owed by the DRI. Credit against impact fees may be applied toward
any portion of the project at the developer's discretion.

K OTHER
1. The height of buildings in the development may not exceed four (4) habitable
stories.
2, The project may not exceed 300,000 square feet of commercial/office

facilities. Any change will be subject to a substantial deviation determination pursuant to Ehapter
Section 380.06(19), Florida Statutes.

3. The Residential Planned Development (RPD) and local development order
approval on the RPD and the commercial property must be consistent with Goal 3 of the Lee
County Comprehensive Land Use Plan and “The Corkscrew Road Service Area Implementation
of the Privately Funded Infrastructure Overlay Concept” (hereinafter “final detailed plan).” The
developer must mitigate all financial deficits for public services and infrastructure in accordance
with the CRSA final detailed plan.

4, if Lee County establishes any special taxing districts, or other mechanisms -
to provide municipal services to this area, this development may be subject to additional equitable
assessments for the provision of community services to satisfy the Lee County Comprehensive
Plan.

(1)  Thisresolution constitutes the Development Order of this Board issued in response
to the Development of Regional impact Application for Development Approval filed on behalf of
Corkscrew Properties, Lid. by the US Home Corporation and hereby approves the project name
change from Corkscrew Pines to Stoneybrook, a Golf Course Community.

{2) All commitments and impact mitigating actions volunteered by the developerin the
Application for Development Approval and supplementary documents and not in conflict with
conditions or stipulations specificaily enumerated above are hereby adopted as part of this
Development Order by reference.

{3) This Development Order is binding on the developers and their heirs, assignees or
successors in interest. It will not be construed to be binding on the future residents of single
dwelling units or persons purchasing individual house sites for personal residential purposes.

The terms and conditions set out in this document constitute a basis upon which the
developer and County may rely in future actions necessary to implement fully the final development
contempiated by this Resolufion and Development Order.

All conditions, restrictions, stipulations and safeguards contained in this Resolution and
Development Order may be enforced by either party hereto by action at law or eqity and all costs
of such proceedings, including reasonable attomey's fees will be paid by the defaulting party.

) Itis understood that references to governmental agencies will be construed tomean
any future instrumentality that may be created and designated as successor in interest to, or which
otherwise possesses any of the powers and duties of the referenced governmental agency in
existence on the effective date of this Development Order.

®) In the event any portion or section of this Development Order is determined fo be
invalid, illegat or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, that decision wili not affect

the remaining portions or sections of the Development Order which will remain in full force and
effect.

{B6) The approval granted by this Development Order is limited. The approval will not
be construed to obviate the duly of the developer to comply with all applicable iocal or state review
and permifting procedures.

(7) Subsequent requests for local development permits will not require further review
pursuant to Section 380.06, Florida Statutes, unless the Board of County Commissioners finds,
after due notice and hearing, that one or more of the following is present:

(a) A substantial deviation from the terms or conditions of this development

Brady, Boesch, Rodrigues and Harland were present, in person.
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SECOND ORDER OF BUSINESS Presentation of Audited Financial Report
for Fiscal Year Ended September 30,
2010, Prepared by Grau & Associates

Mr. Adams introduced Ms. Michelle Blackstock, with Grau & Associates. Ms.
Blackstock reviewed the Independent Auditor’s Report on Pages 1 and 2, noting that it is a clean,
unqualified opinion. The fourth paragraph, an emphasis of matter paragraph, refers to the
detailed Notes 7, 10, 11 and 15 and brings attention to the nonpayment of the debt service
payments that were due on October 1, 2010. Ms. Blackstock reviewed the Balance Sheet on
Page 10 that reflects Total Assets of $281,959; which exceed the $17,050 of liabilities and result
in a total fund balance of $264,909. Ms. Blackstock reviewed the Statement of Revenues,
Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balances, on Page 12, with total revenues of $781,001,
exceeding the total expenditures of $623,534. She noted the fund balance was increased by
$157,467 of excess revenues. Ms. Blackstock reviewed Page 13, Statement of Net Assets —
Proprietary Fund, that reflects the golf course and irrigation as two (2) separate funds. The total
assets were $7,556,417 and total liabilities were $10,291,623, with a deficiency of $2,735,206,
mainly stemming from the golf course deficit of $2,795,898.

Ms. Blackstock reviewed Page 14, Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Net
Assets for the Proprietary Fund, and noted the operating revenues, of $2,104,449, did not cover
the operating expenses of $2,553,141, resulting in a net operating loss of $448,692.

Ms. Blackstock stated the Report on Internal Controls Over Financial Reporting is a clean
opinion with no significant deficiencies or control issues.

Ms. Blackstock reviewed the Management Letter on Page 31 that is issued pursuant to
the Auditor General for the State of Florida. She discussed the current year finding financial
condition assessment in which the District has an accumulated deficit of $2,735,206 in the
enterprise funds. She discussed the noncompliance with Series 1998 bond indenture.

Mr. Rodrigues reviewed Note 15, on Page 26, and noted the bondholders violated the
bond indenture on August 24, 2010, prior to the Board’s violation, and it is not recognized. He
recalled the account was swept in August 2010 but the bond default was not declared until
October 2010. Mr. Cox recalled that the bondholders did not follow the legal procedures for
freezing the funds. Mr. Rodrigues noted the Board was responding to the bondholders’ violation
of the indenture and it is not stated in the audit.
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Mr. Cox recommended changing the verbiage to “The Bondholders directed the trustee
to withhold payment of any operating expenses relating to the golf course and not fund the
expenses in order, as required by the Indenture.” MSs. Blackstock agreed. Mr. Cox stated he
will provide the wording via email. Ms. Blackstock noted the wording is also found in Note 11
and Note 11 will be changed, as well.

Mr. Ritschel recalled the proposal to restructure the bond payments that was taken off the
table while the National Golf Foundation reviewed it and that no additional proposals were
received from the bondholders to restructure the bonds. Mr. Cox confirmed such and that the
bondholders provided no indication of their willingness to restructure the bonds, as reflected in
Note 15. Ms. Blackstock stated she will make the changes in Notes 15, 11 and in the Auditor’s
Report. Mr. Ritschel requested Ms. Blackstock review the audit and make the comments
consistent throughout. Ms. Blackstock confirmed.

On Page 32, Mr. Harland read the last sentence under Observation for 2010-01. Ms.
Blackstock responded it should read “in a prior year”.

Mr. Harland read the statement found throughout the audit, “The golf course enterprise
fund has not had sufficient funds to make certain debt service payments since October 2007.”
He noted the problems started after 2007, when US Homes stopped funding the shortfall between
bond payments due and funds generated from the golf course operations. Mr. Rodrigues referred
to prior audits declaring that the District met the definitions for a state of financial emergency
and the District was no longer relying on the developer.

Discussion followed on the inclusion of the statement. Mr. Harland believed the
inference, from the statement, to be incorrect. Mr. Cox noted the golf course never generated
sufficient revenue and recommended language explaining that, prior to 2007, the revenue that
was generated had to be subsidized by the developer. Mr. Adams suggested amending the
existing language to read, “The golf course enterprise fund has never had sufficient funds to
make certain debt service payments”. Mr. Harland and Ms. Blackstock agreed. Mr. Harland
noted the statement is found on Page 23, Note 7; Page 25, Note 11; and Page 32, 2010-02,
Observation.

Mr. Harland and Mr. Rodrigues stated they will email Mr. Cox regarding the verbiage

changes.
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THIRD ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Resolution 2011-5,
Accepting the Audited Financial Report
for the Fiscal Year Ended September 30,
2010

Mr. Adams presented Resolution 2011-5 for the Board’s consideration.

On MOTION by Mr. Boesch and seconded by Mr. Brady, with
all in favor, Resolution 2011-5, Accepting the Audited
Financial Report for the Fiscal Year Ended September 30,
2010, as modified, was approved.

FOURTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Ratification of New Copier Lease for Golf
Pro Shop

Mr. Adams recalled that a copier at the pro shop had some issues and the new lease

provides for a reduction in costs. Mr. Ritschel noted the base price is $62.50 for 5,000 copies.

Mr. Adams noted the cost is lower than the prior lease payment amount and under budget.

Discussion followed on the actual cost. This item was deferred to next month’s agenda.

FIFTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Continued Discussion Regarding Head
Pro Hiring

Mr. Ritschel recalled that the committee went through 60 candidates. He discussed the
criteria for candidates to meet. Mr. Ritschel stated the committee can have a report for the Board
on Thursday, May 5, and the committee is meeting on Monday, May 2. Mr. Ritschel reviewed
possible questions. Discussion followed on the established criteria and the how the Board
determined the criteria.

Mr. Ritschel discussed the Ranger schedule and use of volunteers. Mr. Boesch noted the
time that Mr. Ritschel puts into the golf course. Mr. Ritschel discussed the hours worked by the
existing staff and that Josh delayed some of his certification testing.

Mr. Rodrigues noted his desire to hire a USGA Pro that will bring in new golfers,
including junior golfers, and raise money. Discussion followed on existing programs throughout
the community, including golfing, fishing, and giving lessons on the golf course.

= Audience Comments
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Dr. Schwartz thanked Mr. Nieder for his work to address drainage and discussed
concerns regarding landscaping aesthetics on Lancaster. She requested upgrading the
landscaping throughout the community and provided pictures of landscaping in other
communities. She explained the entrance to Lancaster, and throughout, should have upgraded
landscaping.

Ms. Jan stated the landscaping along the roadway does not have color or
anything attractive. She reported that the trees along Corkscrew have a large gap without trees
and recommended adding landscaping to act as a barrier.

Mr. Ritschel noted the general fund is budgeted for plant replacements. Mr. Harland
reported he reviewed the common areas with Mr. Nieder and the landscaping is deteriorating.
He noted the budget currently allocates $28,000, where years ago it was about $300,000. Dr.
Schwartz noted the golf course looks great but requested additional landscaping. Mr. Harland
explained the landscaping is paid for by the residents and the golf course is paid for by the
players. Mr. Ritschel noted the landscape committee meeting is scheduled for tomorrow and on
the agenda.

Ms. Charlotte West noted areas lacking landscaping and pinestraw. Mr. Nieder recalled
the loss of plant material in 2007 and discussed watering issues. In the past, the community had
an abundance of reclaimed water and now the community has to incorporate an aesthetically
pleasing landscaping that is sustainable with the available reclaimed water. Mr. Nieder
discussed the cost of the mandatory lake bank erosion issue that will apply for the next three (3)

years.

SIXTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Update: Discussions with Miromar
Development Regarding Potential
Clubhouse Site
Mr. Ritschel discussed the previous events that lead to the District signing a new lease
with TAQ, LLC, for the pro shop, concession area and parking lot, totaling $105,000 per year.
Mr. Boesch discussed the proposed site plan for moving the clubhouse. He outlined the
two (2) acres, from the area directly across from CVS, with one (1) acre for 120 parking spots
and the other acre for a new pro shop and small concession area. The first hole would be on that
side of the road. Mr. Boesch reported he and Mr. Adams met with Miromar’s VP of Finance and

discussed several options. They are willing to discuss the available options. The engineer is

working on the layout of the area, which would have to be discussed with Ms. Margaret Miller,
the owner. He did not anticipate any movement by December, rather the beginning of next year.
Discussion followed on the financing options and the need for available funds.

An audience member noted the potential of acquiring an existing building. Mr. Adams
clarified that the District is looking at a land lease with Miromar. Mr. Ritschel discussed the
prior purchase of the current building by TAQ, LLC. Mr. Adams recalled the meeting with
Miromar in which the financial position of the District and potential development plans for the
property were discussed. He noted the terms of the land lease need to match up with the
amortization of the building and a site plan is being developed.

Mr. Ritschel recalled the District is trying to find out the exact property lines. Mr. Cox
noted Johnson Engineering has all the information and Mr. Ritschel requested the survey be
completed.

SEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of March 22, 2011 Regular
Meeting Minutes

Mr. Adams presented the March 22, 2011 Regular Meeting Minutes for the Board’s
review and asked for any additions, deletions or corrections. The following changes were made:

Line 29: Insert “Chazin” after “Keith”

Line 314: Insert “Chazin” after “Keith”

Line 374: Change “Keith” to “Lew Frith”

Page 1: Add “Lew Frith” as a “Resident”

On MOTION by Mr. Ritschel and seconded by Mr. Brady,
with all in favor, the March 22, 2011 Regular Meeting Minutes,
as amended, were approved.

EIGHTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Other Business

Mr. Ritschel recalled prior Board discussion regarding a golfer’s behavior on the golf
course and that an apology letter will be sent to Mr. Charlie Kurczeski. Mr. Ritschel read the

following:
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“On behalf of the District and Board of Supervisors, | apologize for the
comments that were made at the March 22 meeting. The intent of the comments

was to establish a framework for discussion among the Board Members regarding

what the Board’s policy would be when faced with inappropriate behavior by

players that hold a membership. The comments were not intended to embarrass

you personally. Also attached is a copy of a letter that has been sent to you twice,

which specifically addresses the status of your play privileges at the golf course.

As you can see, your privileges have not been suspended. ”

Mr. Ritschel stated he is going to attempt to get this letter to Mr. Kurczeski, along with a
letter that was twice refused, at his residence.

Mr. Boesch reported the Finance Committee met and prepared an updated report for
March 2011. Anticipating a $30,000 payroll reduction, the anticipated fund balance, by
September 30, 2011, minus the reserves, was estimated to be $570,000.

Discussion followed on the revenues during March. Mr. Ritschel noted the concession
stand is $16,500 under budget, maintenance crew is $322,000 under budget and pro shop is just
short of $100,000 under budget. The golf course is operating a little behind in revenues related,
primarily, to greens fees and concession stands. He reported the April rounds played budget is
167 and, currently, 176 rounds have been played.

Ms. West asked if the District is paying the interest. Mr. Ritschel replied the District is
not paying the interest and it is accruing. Mr. Ritschel reported a bill was received in February,
from the trustee, in the amount of about $24,000. The District questioned the reasons for the
fees, in which the fees covered numerous years; the District has not responded. Mr. Ritschel
reported a group is going to a meeting in the governor’s office next Wednesday, relative to the
Chapter 9 bankruptcy filing. He noted the cash flow projection and the retainer, for Mr. Steve
Berman, is about used. Discussion followed on potential negotiations with the bondholders and
the existing value of the bonds.

Mr. Santo Listro, a resident, asked if the Board is considering any reductions to the
budgeted $417,000 loss. Mr. Ritschel discussed projects that were budgeted but cancelled. He
noted the personnel issue has not changed and the reductions should continue. Mr. Ritschel
noted there are eight (8) volunteer rangers. He discussed the savings from Mr. Harwood’s

absence and suggested additional compensation for Mr. Ross and Ms. Blake.
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Discussion followed on the completion of the lake bank erosion project. Mr. Adams
explained the South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) considers the District’s plan,
of completing the golf course and District’s lakes in three (3) years, to be aggressive. He noted
the District has the flexibility to extend the project, if sufficient revenues are not received.

A resident discussed the membership costs for residents and the process. Mr. Ritschel
recommended the resident attend a Board meeting in the fall, as the memberships are good thru
September 30, 2011. He noted the membership play accounts for about 10% of play. Discussion
followed on the actual cost per round. A resident noted the average round for March was $48.39,
but the advertised price is about $100 per round. Mr. Brady noted there are coupons online.
Discussion followed on the rates and the amount charged at certain times of the day. Mr. Ross
noted the cart fees. Mr. Rodrigues noted, including the other fees, the cost per round is about
$61.00. Mr. Ritschel noted the fees are illustrated in three (3) lines consisting of a greens fee,
cart fee and GPS fee.

Mr. Ritschel stated the Board received an anonymous letter in the mail and read the letter
into the record. The letter reported after-hour activity on hole 14 by residents and children. Mr.
Ritschel stated he discussed the issue with Mr. Cox and recalled that the rangers, in the past,
have asked individuals to leave the golf course. Mr. Ritschel recalled children on the rocks, in
front of the sand trap, fishing balls out of the water with a bucket. There were people on the
green and Mr. Ritschel was on the tee and informed an adult male that the children should not be
on the course. The man stated the children were not his and he walked away. Mr. Ritschel noted
the rangers have to be aware of the activity on that part of the golf course.

Mr. Lloyd Sebby, a resident, noted this has been an issue for years. Mr. Ritschel noted
the Master Association has the ability to fine residents. Discussion followed on the need to call
the sheriff and potential dangers of children around the water. Mr. Nieder noted he will observe
the hole.

Mr. Boesch reported the rates were put in the Bella Terra newsletter; however, it was not

an advertisement.

NINTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Staff Reports

A. Attorney
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Mr. Cox discussed the upcoming meeting in the governor’s office next Wednesday. Mr.
Ritschel noted the retainer with Mr. Steve Berman is almost gone. Mr. Cox indicated the initial
retainer was to be considerably more than what the District paid and the balance of the retainer
was to be funded through the post-petition financing.

Mr. Ritschel asked if there was anything that needed to be prepared for the meeting. Mr.
Cox stated that will be discussed with Mr. Adams and Mr. Berman during Thursday’s conference
call.

B. Engineer

There being no report, the next item followed.
C. Golf Superintendent

Mr. Nieder reported he had a meeting with Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA) today and a copy of the coroner’s report has not been obtained. He
stated a surplus equipment sale was completed about a month ago and noted an old rotary mower
was not included. An individual offered $500 to purchase the mower. Mr. Adams reported Mr.
Nieder indicated the fair market value is a few hundred dollars, which is about the cost of the
advertisement for the formal surplus sale approach. Mr. Cox confirmed the amount is below the
statute’s threshold.

On MOTION by Mr. Boesch and seconded by Mr. Harland,
with all in favor, approval to bypass the formal surplus
equipment process and accept $500 for a zero turn mower, was
approved.

Mr. Nieder stated the first aerification on the new greens will begin in May. He
discussed finding rocks and concrete throughout the golf course. The existing matter will be
removed, filled with sand and the existing turf will be replaced. Mr. Nieder stated the work is
subcontracted and the golf course will be closed on May 12 and 13 for the aerification. The
other treatments will be completed at the end of June and September. He explained the treatment
should soften the greens but they will have the same speed.

Mr. Nieder reported the new greens mowers were delivered and he is preparing a report
as to the options available to address the existing equipment. He discussed the reasoning for
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outsourcing certain projects, as the aerification, the maintenance and owning of the equipment
does not make financial sense.

Mr. Nieder stated he is in the process of obtaining quotes to extend the paver path where
the carts are staged. He asked if the Board would like to address the bridge project that was
scheduled to be completed in September. Mr. Boesch noted the budget has $18,000 allocated for
the bridge repairs and recommended having the work completed when the course is closed in
May or June. Mr. Nieder explained the course will be closed in June for the greens aerification
and verticutting of the fairways. The Board agreed to proceed with the bridge repairs when the
golf course is closed.

Mr. Ritschel discussed the refurbishment of the granite signs; if the manufacturer is to
refurbish, the sign has to be removed from the ground and shipped to St. Petersburg. He stated
the entire, tall sign would be $90, including paint and $50 for the small signs, i.e., tee signs. He
stated the exact number of signs is not known. Mr. Ritschel recalled that Eileen , from
the Master Board, completed an inventory. There are some areas where they would like the sign
raised, i.e., stop signs or golfers crossings sign. She also reported a stop sign was missing at the
eighth hole, going across the fairway. Mr. Ritschel recalled a conversation with Mr. Nieder
where the rangers are patrolling the golf course backwards. He noted the signs would be
pressure washed, sealed and painted. Mr. Nieder noted the signs have not been cleaned in a long
time and the golf course does have shotgun tournaments. Mr. Ritschel stated he will obtain a
quote. A resident noted the nonexistent center-line on Berwich. Mr. Ritschel noted the Master
Board painted the streets and crosswalks.

Mr. Nieder stated he found a company that uses fine ground, recycled oak mulch and
suggested using it as an alternative for preserve areas that are in play. He stated he will provide
an estimate and anticipated, for the cost of one (1) pinestraw application, he could have three (3)
mulch applications. Discussion followed on the weed growth in certain areas and the use of
pinestraw. Mr. Nieder estimated about three (3) semi loads, at 3,600 bales per load, of pinestraw
for the entire golf course.

Mr. Adams recalled the offer to prune the trees for golf by Mr. Chris Vanderhoef. He
noted there are 470 cabbage palms on the golf course and Mr. VVanderhoef offered $15 per tree to
trim the tree from 3 to 9, like a clock, and remove all resulting debris, totaling $7,050. He

offered to prune 235 Washingtonian palm trees the same way, at $25 per tree, totaling $5,875.

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The grand total would be around $13,000 and barter part of the payment to golf and/or donate a
golf membership to a Stoneybrook youth. Mr. Nieder did not believe the trees needed to be
trimmed. The provided quotes for the cabbage palms was comparable to previous quotes and the
Washingtonian palms price was lower than any other received quote for trimming. Mr. Nieder
did not believe the trees needed to be trimmed; however, he will ask Mr. Vanderhoef for a quote
when the trees need to be trimmed.

Mr. Nieder noted tee 14 has a bad turtleback and recommended laser leveling the tee. He
stated he will obtain a quote.

Mr. Adams stated he will thank Mr. VVanderhoef for the generous offer but the District is
not in the position to complete the work at this time. Mr. Ritschel and Mr. Adams did not
believe it was appropriate to barter services for golf. Mr. Adams noted Mr. Vanderhoef is a
legitimate and licensed arborist. The Board was not interested in bartering services.

Mr. Nieder reported he is having difficulty in meeting with the individual contracted for
the mowing of the ball field and breaking up of the clay. Mr. Sebby recalled complaints that
were made at the Master Board meeting in which the pitcher’s mound and home plate were not
maintained correctly. Mr. Ritschel noted the fence by home plate was rolled up.

Mr. Nieder stated he is in the process of discussing the maintenance of water meters with
contractors. He reported the golf course is on water restrictions and the water usage has to be
reduced by 15% and the usage has to be reported weekly, online. The residents can water two
(2) days a week and the residential guidelines have not changed.

Mr. Nieder reported an existing pump in a recharge well burned out and has been
replaced.

Discussion followed on potential for golf management services, including Kemper
Sports. Mr. Ritschel requested Mr. Steve Spaugh, from Crown Colony, be added to the next
meeting agenda for the consideration of a proposal for golf course management.

D. Golf Pro

Mr. Ritschel noted the budget for golf clubs, balls and headwear are under budget but
ladies wear, menswear and shoes are significantly over budget. The budget is within $500 of
being over budget of the pro shop operations.

E. Manager
I. Unaudited Financial Statements as of March 31, 2011

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Mr. Adams presented the Unaudited Financial Statements as of March 31, 2011 and
noted the assessment collections were at 95%. Mr. Ritschel noted the escrow account is still
open.

ii. High Irrigation Users’ Report, Period 3/2011

Mr. Adams reported there are 58 individuals on the high user report, for March 2011.

iii. Irrigation Disconnect List, 4/13/2011

Mr. Adams reported there are 48 accounts on the disconnect list; one (1) account was
paid within the last week.

Mr. Adams noted the next regular Board Meeting is scheduled for May 24, 2011;

however, today’s meeting will be continued.

Mr. Lew Frith, a resident, recommended having the volunteer rangers that work during
the evening hours trained by Mr. Lloyd Sebby. Mr. Ritschel recommended holding another
training session in the morning.

Mr. Ritschel reminded residents of the Landscape Committee meeting tomorrow, at 4:00
p.m., in the community center’s library.

Discussion followed on the time of the continued meeting and potential dates for
interviewing the candidates.

Mr. Nieder stated he will write an article for the June newsletter. Mr. Ritschel stated he

will provide a golf update.

FIRST ORDER OF BUSINESS Call to Order/Roll Call

Mr. Adams called the meeting to order at 1:07 p.m., and noted Supervisors Ritschel,
Boesch, Rodrigues and Harland were present, in person. Supervisor Brady was not present at
Roll Call.

SECOND ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Dates and Times for
Presentations/Interviews with Candidates
***This item, previously the Third Order of Business, was discussed out of order.***
The Board discussed possible dates/times for presentations/interviews with candidates.
The Board set Tuesday, May 17, 2011, and Wednesday, May 18, 2011. The Board deferred

setting a time to later in the meeting.
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THIRD ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Head Golf Pro Shortlist
Determined by Resume Screening
Committee

***This item, previously the Second Order of Business, was discussed out of order.***

Ms. Merrily Baker, on behalf of the Head Pro Screening Committee, provided a final
report, detailing the finalists, to the Board. She noted the very difficult process of determining
five (5) candidates. The Committee spent last week discussing the references of all candidates
and the recommended five (5) candidates that are in a class by themselves. The five (5)
candidates are Robert Biroscak, Chuck Kandt, Jeff Nixon, Brian Wasser and Scott Womble.

Ms. Baker reviewed the report and thanked the committee for their professionalism and
work.

Mr. Ritschel, referring to Mr. Brian Wasser, questioned what CFM represented. Mr.
Adams confirmed it is a community in Fort Myers.

The Board thanked the committee for their work.

Ms. Baker confirmed that Mr. Murray and Mr. Bowling found jobs. She explained there
were a number of candidates that lost their jobs simply because a new Board was elected or a
management firm was hired. Discussion followed on the specific comments of the candidates.
Ms. Baker discussed comments made by Mr. Nixon’s references.

Ms. Baker explained there was a total of 15 candidates and each member called for
references of three (3) candidates. She explained the final list was compiled by the collective
committee opinion. Mr. Rodrigues thanked the committee for their work and the need to have a
better relationship between the head pro and the community.

Ms. Baker recalled the Board’s possible decision to hire a management/consulting firm
for the golf course.

Mr. Ritschel explained that the Board was contacted by Kemper Sports, regarding hiring
a golf management firm. He explained they requested the golf course financial statements but
Mr. Ritschel has not provided them. Mr. Ritschel recalled a gentleman called the community
center and wrote a letter to him. He noted two (2) other solicited inputs were received.

Ms. Baker noted the approach to running the operation as PGA’s professionals is
different than a management firm’s approach.

Mr. Ritschel noted the Board did not request or initiate the solicitation. Discussion

followed on the fees associated with the hiring of a golf course management firm.
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Mr. Ritschel stated it is something the Board needs to consider. Mr. Rodrigues believed
the golf course was not well served with the prior golf management company and did not believe
it was the appropriate model. He did not believe the golf course could afford a management
company but he is willing to listen to someone who believes they can better the golf course. Mr.
Rodrigues noted the Board needs to determine if the new golf pro would have the same
administrative duties as the prior golf pro.

Mr. Ritschel discussed how Mr. Josh Ross and Ms. Tricia Blake worked to keep the golf
course running. He noted Mr. Ross obtained the license for food service. Mr. Ritschel stated the
use of delegation will assist with some tasks.

Ms. Baker noted the potential candidates excel at hiring and training staff. Mr. Harland
did not recommend hiring a firm for golf management purposes.

Mr. Ritschel noted Wrathell, Hunt & Associates, LLC, is completing the accounting
tasks, for a reasonable amount.

Ms. Baker stated she will complete the salary survey, via email, within the next few days.

On MOTION by Mr. Rodrigues and seconded by Mr.
Harland, with all in favor, the Head Golf Pro report, as
presented by the Resume Screening Committee, was approved.

Ms. Baker discussed the difference between a head pro of a private club and a head pro of
a public course. Mr. Ritschel discussed the play of the golf course. Ms. Baker noted the

potential marketing aspects of the golf course in the community.

FOURTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration/Approval of List of
Preparation Items to be Communicated
to Candidates for
Presentations/Interviews

Mr. Ritschel reviewed the list of items for the candidates’ presentations/interviews. Ms.

Baker noted she asked the candidates what they believed to be their greatest challenge, if

employed at Stoneybrook Golf Course.

Mr. Adams asked for any edits to the list of questions.

Discussion was held on the possibility of the Master Board changing their meeting on
May 17, 2011.
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Mr. Ritschel recalled the meeting in the governor’s office, with Ms. Pam Pfeifer and Mr.
Ronald Baker. He stated Mr. Adams, Mr. Cox, Mr. Berman, Ms. Trudy Williams and himself
attended the meeting. He recalled stressing that Stoneybrook is a daily fee, public golf course.
Ms. Baker inquired as to the process of Chapter 9 bankruptcy, as there were only six (6) Chapter
9 bankruptcies. Mr. Ritschel noted the golf course notified the State of Florida, since 2007, it is
in a condition of financial emergency. During the meeting, Mr. Cox discussed the general
economy in Southwest Florida and Mr. Cox spent some time talking about the proforma
completed by the National Golf Foundation, in 1998, on behalf of US Homes.

***Mr. Chris Brady joined the meeting.***

Mr. Ritschel explained that Mr. Berman noted the District was ready to file for
bankruptcy in September 2010, until the letter was received from the governor’s office, and
made it clear the bonds were only on the public golf course. He continued outlining the details
of the meeting and that Mr. Cox was to send a follow-up letter.

Discussion followed on surrounding golf courses and that no CDD has filed bankruptcy.

The Board discussed available dates to interview candidates.

The interview dates were set for Tuesday, May 17, 2011, with three (3) time slots
available: 9:00 a.m., 10:00 a.m., and 11:00 a.m. Wednesday, May 18, 2011 will have two (2)

time slots available: 6:00 p.m., and 7:00 p.m.
